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Each person is born with a distinct character and special gift that distinguishes them from every other person in the family tree and society. When this inner capacity for goodness is identified, acknowledged and nurtured in childhood, it brings strength to society and success to the child. From this platform of success, the child is better equipped to master the challenges of life and experience happiness in relationships.. 
The unique qualities defined by gender and birth order are also observed through body type, personality. and creative expression This model allows for a deeper understanding of the essential goodness of each person and the subtle nuances of their personality. This greater level or understanding allows parents guardians and teachers to more specifically respond to, guide and support children towards the fulfillment of the purpose for which they were conceived.
There are twelve basic and pure patterns in the birth order, six masculine and six feminine. These are the cornerstones upon which the endless variations of individuality and genius are created. 
All twelve of these sacred patterns are within each person, but are combined and expressed in completely original ways. These patterns are also represented by the systems, organs and glands of the human body. These patterns are even present in the dynamics of every group regardless of it size or purpose.
Sibling sequences and the behavioral patterns they imply are universal. The patterns transcend cultural influences and social status. These energetic wonders can be observed in the Kingdom of Nature. The appreciation of the mystery in Birth Order will deepen your reverence and enliven your joy for this divinely inspired universe in which we all live. 
Use and combine these brief descriptions found below. There are two main influences: Birth Position and Gender Number. Birth Position is the primary factor and is counted as the number of older siblings you have from your father, plus one. This is the "Number X after a firstborn [Boy/Girl]" If the first child in your family (your father's first child) is a boy, use the left column for Birth Position. If it is girl, use the right column. 
You will find that if you are the same gender as your father's firstborn with no opposite gender siblings older than you, you will experience the described traits in a doubly strong way.
If you have older siblings of opposite gender, you will find that two of the categories apply to you! The secondary factor is the Gender Number, which is the number of older siblings you have of the same gender as you, plus one. If you are male, the secondary description is the one on the left (Nth Son); if you are female, it is the one on the right (Nth Daughter). Use this described trait pattern as a modifier to the primary description (Nth Sibling). The seventh child has the characteristics of the number one child as the sequence repeats itself.
